We would like to see 12 examples of your practical work and a piece of written work. These should be submitted as
two separate files.

FILE 1 — practical work

We are interested to see examples showing your drawing ability, as well as any other work which you feel expresses
your personal creativity. You may wish to include photographs of any models you have made (but please note that
this is an example, not a necessity).

Please submit your practical work as a Microsoft PowerPoint or Apple QuickTime presentation. It should be:

® no more than 20 slides (this will allow you to include more than one image of each piece of work, if required, plus
short descriptions); and
e submitted as a single unzipped file not exceeding 10mb.

Where images are inserted into a presentation they must be:

¢ in JPEG format; and
e a maximum of 72 dpi (dots per inch).

FILE 2 — written work

Please supply a short written summary (500 words maximum) of the work you are submitting. This can
include project briefs if available.

What we are looking for in your work submission

e A quality and range of visual concepts, and level of innovative thinking.
* Good presentation and the ability to visualise ideas.

e Your ability to handle a variety of technologies, materials and processes.
 Your willingness to experiment in a range of visual media.

* Good observational skills in drawing.

WHAT WILL HAPPEN NEXT?
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When we receive your submission of work it will be reviewed by the course admissions tutor. Once a decision has
been made on your application you will receive a notification through UCAS Track.

It is essential that you submit your work by the given deadline, as unfortunately after this date we will be unable to
consider your application and an unsuccessful decision will be communicated to UCAS.
