Staying safe at Uni

Personal Safety

Don't walk home alone at night

If you need to get home after dark, walk with
friends or take a taxi from a trusted provider.
If you have no money to pay for a cab, use
our Safe Taxi Scheme. Our agreement with
Nottingham Cars means you can get a taxi
home whenever you need to and pay for it
the following day. That means there's never
an excuse to walk home alone.

What do | do?

« Call Nottingham Cars on 0115 970 0700
to book a taxi, stating you need to use
the Student Emergency Fare scheme.

« When you are in the taxi, the driver will
take note of your student card number
and check your student card photograph
to confirm your identity. You will be
given a receipt at the end of your
journey.

« Nottingham Cars will then email the SU,
stating your N-number, name, campus of
study, and cost of your taxi fare.

« We will temporarily cover the fare on
your behalf. You will then settle with us
when we are invoiced on a monthly basis
by Nottingham Cars.

« We will email you confirming your fare
and how to settle your bill when we are
invoiced on a monthly basis. You will
have one week to settle your bill. If you
have any queries about settling your bill
please contact finance @su.ntu.ac.uk.

Be mindful of who you're letting into your
halls/building

Though rare, someone can hang around
buildings such as your halls or apartment
block, waiting for an opportunity to get
inside. They might pretend to be a fellow
student who has forgotten their card/keys
and ask you to hold the door open for them
when you swipe yourself in. If you're unsure
whether they're genuinely a resident, you
shouldn’t let them in, especially if you've
never seen them before. It's a difficult
situation but trust your instinct. If they are a
genuine resident, they can ask security to let
them in.

Don’t leave your phone lying on tables
Don’t leave your phone on show when
you're in bars and cafes. There's a trick
unscrupulous people use to take
advantage of this habit. They will distract
you with something, such as a leaflet or
map, which they use to hide your phone
from your view so they can steal it. You
can easily avoid being a victim of this trick
by keeping your phone in your bag or
pocket when you're not using it.

Have a strong phone password

Think of all the personal data you have on
your phone. Now imagine what someone
could do if they got hold of it—they could
access your email, social media accounts,
bank apps, and more.

Hopefully you never lose your phone. But
if you do, your best line of defence is a
secure password or PIN (i.e. not Password
or 000000). So choose a memorable,
complex password or PIN that couldn’t be
worked out by a stranger. Learn more
digital security tips here.

Anonymise your house keys

Keeping anything on your keys that
identifies you or your address is a definite
no-no. If your keys were to be lost or
stolen, you don’t want to give someone
with bad intentions a map straight to your
door.

Lock doors and windows when you leave
Sounds obvious, but it's easy to forget or
not bother—especially when you're in a
rush. Before you leave your room, check
your doors and windows are locked. Most
home thefts are done by opportunists who
find an unlocked entry point, so the simple
act of habitually locking up before you go
out significantly reduces your chances of
anything bad happening.

Frequently asked questions

Accommodation fees,
deposits and payments

Q: When do | pay for my accommodation
fees?

A: You will pay your accommodation fees
in three termly instalments, to coincide
with loan payments. Typically, these are in
October, January and April.

Q: Do | need to pay a deposit?
A: No, deposits are not being taken for
2025/26.

Q: It's asking me to set up a payment plan
but | haven’t set up my student account
yet — what should | do?

A: We recommend you set up the payment
plan to secure your booking. You can
change your payment details later in the
year once your student account has been
set up, ahead of your first instalment.

Q: What is your cancellation policy?
A: Our cancellation policy can be found
online at ntu.ac.uk/accommodation

Q: Who is my landlord?

A: NTU operate several residences
including College Drive, Bramley Cottages
and Brackenhurst Halls. If you book this
accommodation NTU is your landlord. This
means your accommodation requirements
when in residence will be dealt with by the
NTU Accommodation team.

Other residences are operated by
University Partnerships Programme (UPP) —
NTU’s affiliate accommodation partner.
When in residence they will be your
landlord and will deal with your
accommodation requirements. Full contact
details will be provided to you in your
accommodation handbook.

General questions

Q: Do you offer catered accommodation?
A: All our halls are self-catered. You can
buy food from NTU catering outlets on
campus.

Q: Is the accommodation mixed-gender?
A: Most of our accommodation is mixed-
gender; however, you do have the option to
request a single-gender flat on our
accommodation portal when booking. If
you request this option, you will be
allocated a room by our team, subject to
availability. We would advise exploring our
website beforehand so you have an idea of
our pricing before you submit your
budget/location preferences on the portal.

Q: Am | allowed to smoke or vape in my
accommodation?

A: No, you are not permitted to smoke or
vape in your accommodation.

Q: Where do | collect my post?
A: Your post can be delivered directly to
your residence reception.

Q: How do | do my laundry?
A: All residences are fitted with their own
washing machines. The facilities are offered
by third party providers. You may wish to
download the necessary app for your
residence before you arrive to familiarise
yourself with how it works.
