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What are the Professional Skills?

Why do I need to take skills tests?

Everyone who applies for a teacher
training course has to take the
Government’s Professional Skills Tests.

The tests are designed to show that
you have the basic level of literacy and
numeracy needed to teach to a national
standard.

How do I prepare?

You will not be tested on vyour
knowledge of Mathematics and English
in the National Curriculum, or how to
teach it.

The tests gauge vyour ability to
understand basic terms such as using
fractions, reading a pie-chart, spelling
and punctuation.

You can find out more about the areas
they cover and take practice tests on
the Department of Education’s website.

Is there a deadline?

We strongly advise you to pass your
tests before 30 June if you are
intending to start your course at NTU in
September.

You can book the tests before you apply, but must pass
them between applying and beginning your course

How do I take the tests?

You can book your tests in advance on
the Department for Education’s
website, but you must have applied for
a teacher training course when you
take the tests.

We advise you to book early, as the
test centres will become very busy.
